Dear Families:
Sometimes Big, Sometimes Small is a fictional (not true) story about Paul and his feelings. When he is able to do things well by himself, that confident feeling makes him feel like a big boy. When Paul does not do things well, he feels like a small boy. These feelings are confusing for a young child. How often have we told children that they are too small to do something like walk alone to school but then immediately tell them to act like big boys or girls and finish all of their breakfast? They may wonder, am I big or am I small?
The physical feeling of big and small is much easier for children to understand just as it was for Paul in the story. He knew he was small when he stood next to the elephant and he knew he was big when he was next to the fly.

It is important for parents to encourage children to express feelings in   order to strengthen their social/emotional development.  It is also important to give children many opportunities to feel successful and be a big girl or a big boy.

cheer – clap and shout – Pg. 16: My parents cheer!

pride- especially happy with an action – Pg. 16: Then Mom and Dad both watch with pride….
chore - a small job - Pg. 18 A chore I can do with ease.
twinkling – sparkling moving light Pg. 22: Stars are twinkling in the sky.
